The Divine Liturgy is served on Sundays at 10 AM and Feast Days at 9:30 AM
Vespers is served at 5:00 P.M. on Saturdays and 6:30 on the eve of feasts
Confession: You may always confess your sins in the Holy Mystery of Repentance before Litur-
gy on Sundays or Feast Days (between 9:00 - 10:00 AM), as well as before or after Vespers the
evening before Liturgy. You may also arrange to confess your sins on any other day by appoint-
ment with the parish priest.

Holy Communion: Orthodox Christians are encouraged to receive Holy Communion as often as
possible, after having prepared themselves by fulfilling the prayer rule, fasting, and confession.
For additional information about receiving Communion ask your parish priest. According to our
pious Orthodox tradition we approach for the Holy Mysteries regularly and often, for healing of
our spiritual and physical illnesses.

Prayers “For Health” and “For Repose”: You can always request of the church prayers for
health or for the repose of the departed by writing down their names and passing this list to the
Altar before Liturgy for commemoration at the Proskomedia and during the Liturgy.

Special Services: In time of special needs you can always request special services, such as: Ser-
vice of Thanksgiving; Requiem/Panahyda for the departed; Blessings; Baptism; Wedding; Fu-
neral; and other services by appointment with your parish priest.

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HOMILY—About the only Light in darkness
(St. Nikolai Velmirovic, The Prologue from Ochrid, 20 January)

"I am the Light of the world" (St. John 8:12).

Since the beginning of the world and time, no one who was ever born dared to speak these words.
There were men and there are men who say: "I bring light!" But only one dared to say: "I am the
Light!" Only the Lord Jesus could have spoken those words boldly and convincingly. His short
life on earth and His long history, nearly two-thousand years, completely justified these words.
He is the Light of Truth. He is the Light of Righteousness and He is the Light of Life.

He is the Light of Truth because He revealed in Himself the truth of the true nature of God and
the true nature of man; and the relationship of man to man and the relationship of man toward
God. Heaven and earth shall pass away and His words will not pass away for heaven and earth
both came into existence by His word and His word is from Him and with Him always and will
not pass away. ["Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will not pass away"St. Matthew
24:35 - St. Mark 13:31].

He is the Light of Righteousness because He revealed the might of righteousness and the weak-
ness of unrighteousness. He revealed that in the brightest light, by that which He spoke, by that
which He did, and by that which He experienced and overcame the unrighteous ones. He re-
vealed that through His Church in the course of twenty centuries through His numerous righteous
saints and martyrs for righteousness sake. Righteousness is from God, and in the long life of his-
tory it can never be defeated. Unrighteousness is from helpless beings. Unrighteousness quickly
rushes out to the rampart with its triumphant banner but, at the same time, it is quickly over-
thrown into the grave.

He is the Light of Life. His words illuminate life. His works illuminate life. His victory illumi-
nates life, especially His resurrection, as the most luminous sun by its bright light illuminates life
and disperses death as a weak shadow.

O Lord Jesus, Light Most-Luminous, Sun of Truth, Sun of Righteousness and Sun of Life, illumi-
nate us sinners and unworthy ones! To Thee be Glory and Thanksgiving forever, Amen!
